Pictograph Assignment
Directions:  Each of you will choose a Native American creation theory to research.  Information from that theory must be paraphrased into a thorough one-page story.  It should be written in third-person point of view.  The theory must then be illustrated with pictographs.  The pictures must coincide with the explanation.  However, the pictures of your creation must be done at a junior level (no stick people).  You can trace your pictures if you have a difficult time drawing.  The illustrations should be colorful and visually appealing. 

Requirements:

· Be sure to research your tribe.  The one you choose will be the one you use 

throughout your ENTIRE project.  Eventually, you will need information on their language, cultural, habitat, population, homes, dress, food, mythology, tools, weapons, art, etc.
· Proper heading is up in the right hand corner – First and Last Name, Class, Date.
· Title – Creation Theory of (your Religion).
· 1/2 – 1 page typed theory – Size 12, Double Spaced, Comic Sans MS Font.
· The synopsis of the theory is on a separate sheet from your illustrations.  

· We will combine them on a later date.

· Creation illustrations must fit on a standard piece of typing paper.  You may 


draw all the pictures on one piece of paper, or you may draw them on 

separate squares and then put them on a single sheet.  The design is up to you.  Please remember, it must fit on just one sheet of paper.  Your paper orientation is portrait, not landscape.
· Illustrations must be colorful, neat, and school appropriate.

· I should be able to understand your theory by interpreting the pictures.

· These will be publicly displayed.

· If you have any questions, please ask.  There are also samples on the wall that you may use as a guide.
